In-kind donations are gifts of services or objeethier than money. Many potential
donors won't give cash, but might contribute sonmgjlelse. Many expenses you will incur
can be covered by 'in-kind' donations.

O Ask someone you know who travels a lot to trankguent flyer miles to you.

their donation is tax deductible to the extent ©&efal law allows.

WorldTeach only mails receipts to donors who makehack or credit card contribution.
Those who donate online, need to print out the rega provided by the website.

The WorldTeach Tax ID Number. Some potential donors, especially businessesthmro
institutions, may need the WorldTeach Federal Teniification Number, or EIN. You may
call the WorldTeach office at 1-800-4-TEACH-0 taain this documentation.

Be sure to contact WorldTeach if you have any quass about tax deductibility issues, as it is
extremely important to represent the WorldTeach angzation and tax deductible donations
accurately.

Please be aware that all tax-deductible donationsvards program fees must be received by one
week after your departure date.
